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Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://leg.colorado.gov.)

The bill transfers the duties, powers, and functions of the
department of local affairs (DOLA) related to backcountry search and
rescue, the backcountry search and rescue card (card) and the backcountry
search and rescue fund (fund) to the division of parks and wildlife
(division), effective January 1, 2023. On and after January 1, 2023:

! All positions of employment and appropriations for
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personal services in DOLA related to backcountry search
and rescue and the administration of the card and fund are
transferred to the division;

! The division is required to administer the card program and
to process requests for reimbursement for search and rescue
efforts from the fund and assumes all rights and obligations
previously vested in DOLA;

! The parks and wildlife commission is required to
promulgate rules establishing the price and vendor fee for
the card, and the amount of the surcharges imposed on
certain hunting and fishing licenses and on boats,
snowmobile, and off-highway vehicle registrations that are
credited to the fund; and

! The fund is continuously appropriated to the division to
reimburse local governments for backcountry search and
rescue efforts and to support search and rescue efforts
throughout the state.

The bill amends current laws providing immunity from civil
liability in certain circumstances to volunteer firefighters and incident
management teams responding to emergencies and to volunteers
providing services to nonprofit organizations to include individuals
engaged in backcountry search and rescue efforts.

The bill makes a dependent of a person who died or was
permanently disabled while engaged in backcountry search and rescue
efforts eligible for educational benefits that are currently extended to the
dependents of individuals who die or are permanently disabled while on
active duty as a Colorado National Guardsman or while working as a
police officer, sheriff, or other law enforcement officer or firefighter.

SECTION, a surcharge of twenty-five cents shall be assessed on each6

license listed in section 33-4-102 (1) and (1.4) that is sold by the division7

or one of its license agents pursuant to section 33-4-101. Receipts and8

interest from the surcharge shall be deposited in the backcountry search9

and rescue fund created in subsection (1) of this section.10

(c) (I)  The general assembly hereby creates the Colorado outdoor11

recreation backcountry search and rescue card program. The department12

of local affairs DIVISION shall make a Colorado outdoor recreation13

backcountry search and rescue card available to the public in accordance14

with this subsection (2)(c) to backpackers, hikers, mountain and trail15

bikers, cross country skiers, and other persons who use the Colorado16

backcountry for recreation. The department of local affairs DIVISION shall17

establish procedures for the licensing of vendors who sell the outdoor18

recreation backcountry search and rescue card, the printing of such cards,19

and the distribution of such cards to vendors for sale to the public.20

(II) (A)  UNTIL THE COMMISSION ESTABLISHES A NEW AMOUNT IN21

RULES PROMULGATED PURSUANT TO SUBSECTION (2)(c)(II)(B) OF THIS22

SECTION, the Colorado outdoor recreation backcountry search and rescue23

card shall cost COSTS three dollars and shall be IS valid for one year from24

the date of purchase. The department DIVISION shall charge vendors two25

dollars for each Colorado outdoor recreation backcountry search and26

rescue card, which shall be transmitted to the state treasurer, who shall27

Such6

claims REQUESTS shall be submitted to the department of local affairs7

DIVISION for immediate consideration. Any reimbursement claims8

REQUESTS which have been certified by the sheriff of the county in which9

the backcountry search and rescue activity occurred shall be eligible for10

payment by the department of local affairs DIVISION. The department of11

local affairs DIVISION shall establish rules for the procedure through12

which claims shall REQUESTS MUST be submitted and for payment of such13

claims REQUESTS.14

(4)  The backcountry search and rescue fund created in subsection15

(1) of this section shall be the sole source of funds for the reimbursement16

of costs incurred under this section in backcountry search and rescue17

activities involving those persons specified in subsection (1) of this18

section. The wildlife cash fund established in section 33-1-112 and the19

parks and outdoor recreation cash fund established in section 33-10-11120

shall not be used for reimbursement of costs as provided in SUBSECTION21

(1)(c)(II) OF this section.22

(5)  The money in the backcountry search and rescue fund created23

in subsection (1) of this section shall be subject to annual appropriation24

by the general assembly for the direct and indirect costs of the25

administration of this section.26

(6)  At the close of any fiscal year, all of the money remaining in27
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the backcountry search and rescue fund and appropriated for backcountry1

search and rescue expenses THAT WAS CREDITED TO THE FUND PURSUANT2

TO SUBSECTION (2) OF THIS SECTION, after all approved claims REQUESTS3

FOR REIMBURSEMENT and administrative costs have been paid, shall be4

USED FIRST TO PAY FOR UNREIMBURSED BACKCOUNTRY SEARCH AND5

RESCUE INCIDENTS AND THEN SHALL BE divided among those counties that6

have applied to the department of local affairs DIVISION for year-end7

grants or reimbursements from the backcountry search and rescue fund.8

The department of local affairs shall divide such money among the9

counties, first making payment for uncompensated backcountry searches10

and rescues of parents, siblings, spouses, children, or grandchildren of11

persons holding hunting or fishing licenses, vessel, snowmobile, or12

off-highway vehicle registrations, or the owner of a Colorado outdoor13

recreation backcountry search and rescue card and second making14

payment for backcountry-search-and-rescue-related training and15

equipment, and for any other uncompensated backcountry search and16

rescue incidents.

BACKCOUNTRY SEARCH AND RESCUE ACTIVITIES AS A VOLUNTEER, IS6

UNABLE TO ENGAGE IN ANY SUBSTANTIAL FULL-TIME GAINFUL ACTIVITY7
