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HOUSE RESOLUTION 23-1004
CONCERNING THE OBSERVATION OF "ITALIAN-AMERICAN HERITAGE
AND CULTURE MONTH" IN SEPTEMBER 2023.

Be It Resolved by the House of Representatives of the
Seventy-fourth General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

That in order to recognize the enormous contributions
Italian-American people have made to this state, this country, and the
world throughout history, the house of representatives urges the people
of the Colorado to acknowledge Italian-American Heritage and Culture
Month and to observe the month with appropriate events and activities.
