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CDOT places fiber contiguous (from the backbone)
on highways that have the largest
transportation/traffic demands. Our delivery of
fiber is used to enable cameras, message boards,
weather stations, tunnel controls, data collection,
and communications for the State.

We share information on where we are planning to
place fiber on our website and with the Colorado
Broadband Office. If we have any spare fiber, we
will lease it to private and public entities.

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E@ Construction Cost Escalation Fund

In November 2022, the TC approved a new Capital Construction Cost Escalation Fund,
initially funded with $30.0 million in federal redistribution funds.

« Any capital construction project, including 10-Year Plan Projects, asset
management, or safety projects, would be eligible to request funds

» Ensures sufficient funds are available to address recent cost escalation in capital
construction projects without causing undue delay to projects

« Intent is not to supplant existing sources of funding to address shortfalls, but to
provide an alternative source when funds are not available from existing sources
or vyhetre the use of such funds would result in delays or cancellation of other
projects

® Proposed fund would include an accelerated administrative approval process
