Page 7, line 6, strike "CRIME AND" and strike "SYSTEM AND" and17
substitute "SYSTEM.".18

"(d) A GRANT RECIPIENT MAY USE UP TO SEVEN AND ONE-HALF21

PERCENT OF THE GRANT AWARD FOR ADMINISTRATIVE, STAFFING, AND22
OTHER START-UP EXPENSES NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT A PROJECT23
SUPPORTED WITH A GRANT AWARD.".24
