The Awareness Strategic Focus Area
works to increase public awareness of CFCU
by developing and maintaining the
organization’s website cfcu-co.org and by
providing resource materials to member
congregations.

WHAT WE'VE ACHIEVED

From 16 member congregations at our
founding in 2014, we've grown to nearly 40
at present.

We helped defeat the opposition’s gun bills
in 2015, 2016, and 2017. CFCU
representatives testified against most of
these bills in the Colorado State Senate and
House of Representatives.

We marched and held silent vigils to
support community “reduce gun violence”
programs every year since our founding.
