Mr. Chair Exum and Members of the Committee,

Hola mi nombre es Susana Rodriguez, gracias por darme la oportunidad de presentarles
mi testimonio por escrito en apoyo de HB24-1294. Soy residente de San Lazaro mobile home
park en Boulder. He vivido aqui por 22 afios. Uno de los mayores problemas que enfrenta mi
comunidad es la calidad del agua. Por ser un parqueadero privado, los residentes no tienen
derecho a tener agua de la ciudad porque no estamos dentro de los limites de la ciudad como
tampoco tenemos derecho a descuentos para que nuestros hijos tengan derecho de ir a los
centros de recreaciones.

Hace algunos afos atras, en el verano el agua empezd a salir con un olor muy feo,
salian cosas negras, y también salia amarilla. No podiamos lavarnos las manos ni siquiera
lavar nuestra ropa porque después de lavarla olia a popo. Yo personalmente me alarmé al ver
que nuestra agua estaba contaminada porque mi hijo era pequefio y no me sentia segura al
banarlo en mi casa. Tuvimos que ir a bafiarnos en un rec center. El agua duré asi por dos dias.
No teniamos a quien decirle porque el manager no vivia aqui, él venia de Denver. La persona
encargada estaba de vacaciones y se iba por un mes.

Yo le hable a una maestra de la escuela en donde estaba mi hijo y ella me dijo que
conocia a una persona que trabajaba para la ciudad e iba a hablar con él para ver a ver que se
podia hacer. Lamentablemente me dio malas noticias, me dijo que él no nos podia ayudar
porque nuestro parqueadero no pertenecia a la ciudad. A causa de esto, uno mismo también
esta afectando el medio ambiente al igual que nuestro bolsillo. Tenemos que estar comprando
botellas de agua de plastico para beber y galones de agua para cocinar.

Hicimos una encuesta en la comunidad y solamente el 17 por ciento bebe el agua de
aqui y el 83 por ciento no. Alrededor de tiempos de verano, el agua empieza a oler fea porque
el lago de donde proviene nuestra agua se contamina con caca de gansos y vacas de las
granjas alrededor y también se contamina con algas. Aun con estas circunstancias, nos estan
aumentado la renta $75 cada afio. Esto mas que nada es una violacion de nuestros derechos
humanos.

Les pido que tomen en cuenta a mi comunidad y que nos ayuden en resolver este
problema que voten a favor de HB24-1294. Gracias.

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Mr. Chair Exum and Members of the Committee,

Hello my name is Susana Rodriguez, thank you for the opportunity to provide written
testimony to you today. | am a resident of San Lazaro mobile home park in Boulder and have
lived here for 22 years. One of the biggest problems facing my community is water quality. Since
we are a privately owned mobile home park and not within city limits, the residents are not
entitled to city water nor are we entitled to discounts for our children to go to the recreation
centers.

A few summers ago, the water coming from the faucets had a very bad smell, the water
ran yellow, and there were black particles. We couldn't wash our hands or even wash our
clothes because it smelled like feces after washing. | was personally alarmed to see that our
water was contaminated because my son was small and | did not feel safe bathing him at home.
We had to go to a rec center to bathe. The water remained like this for two days. To make
matters worse, we had no one to tell because the manager does not live in Boulder and was
leaving for a month-long vacation.

The responsibility fell on us as residents to try and figure out possible solutions for our
water issues. | spoke to a teacher at my son's school and she shared contact information for a
person who worked for the City of Boulder who she thought would be able to help. Unfortunately
he gave me bad news, and explained that he could not help us because our park did not belong
to the city. Currently, our only solution is to buy plastic water bottles for drinking and gallons of
water for cooking. Purchasing water bottles negatively affects the environment as well as our
pockets.

To better understand the impact of our water issue, we surveyed the community and
discovered that 83% of residents do not drink the park water. Every summer we wait for the
water to start smelling poorly due to the goose and cow feces and algae that contaminates the
lake that sources our water. Even with these circumstances, they are raising our rent $75 every
year. These conditions more than anything else are a violation of our human rights.

| ask you to take my community into consideration and help us to solve this problem by
voting yes in support of HB24-1294. Thank you.
