13 MENTALLY, AND OTHERWISE QUALIFIED TO PRACTICE IN ACCORDANCE

14 WITH GENERALLY ACCEPTED PROFESSIONAL STANDARDS OF PRACTICE,
15 INCLUDING ANY OF THE FOLLOWING:
16 (a)  ORDER A LICENSEE TO SUBMIT TO AN EXAMINATION TO

17 DETERMINE THE LICENSEE'S PHYSICAL OR MENTAL CONDITION OR

18 PROFESSIONAL QUALIFICATIONS;
19 (b)  PARTICIPATION IN THERAPY OR COURSES OF TRAINING OR

20 EDUCATION THE BOARD DETERMINES NECESSARY TO CORRECT

21 DEFICIENCIES FOUND EITHER IN A HEARING OR BY AN EXAMINATION;
22 (c)  REVIEW OR SUPERVISION OF THE LICENSEE'S PRACTICE AS MAY

23 BE NECESSARY TO DETERMINE THE QUALITY OF, AND CORRECT ANY

24 DEFICIENCIES IN, THAT PRACTICE; AND

25 (d)  THE IMPOSITION OF RESTRICTIONS UPON THE NATURE OF THE

26 LICENSEE'S PRACTICE TO ASSURE THAT THE LICENSEE DOES NOT PRACTICE

27 BEYOND THE LIMITS OF THE LICENSEE'S CAPABILITIES.
28 (13)  ANY LICENSEE AGAINST WHOM A MALPRACTICE CLAIM IS

29 SETTLED OR A JUDGMENT IS RENDERED IN A COURT OF COMPETENT

30 JURISDICTION SHALL NOTIFY THE BOARD OF THE SETTLEMENT OR

31 JUDGMENT WITHIN SIXTY DAYS AFTER THE DISPOSITION.
32 (14)  ANY LICENSEE WHO HAS DIRECT KNOWLEDGE THAT A

33 LICENSEE HAS VIOLATED THIS ARTICLE 247 HAS A DUTY TO REPORT THE

34 VIOLATION TO THE BOARD UNLESS REPORTING THE VIOLATION WOULD

35 VIOLATE THE PROHIBITION AGAINST DISCLOSURE OF CONFIDENTIAL

36 INFORMATION WITHOUT CLIENT CONSENT.".".
