Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 40-10.1-605, amend2

(1)(d) as follows:3

40-10.1-605.  Operational requirements. (1)  The following4

requirements apply to the provision of services:5

(d)  Before permitting a person to act as a driver on its digital6

network, a transportation network company shall confirm that the person7

is at least twenty-one years of age and possesses:8

(I)  A valid driver's license;9

(II)  Proof of automobile insurance; AND10

(III)  Proof of a Colorado vehicle registration. and11

(IV)  Within ninety days of June 5, 2014, and pursuant to12

commission rules, proof that the person is medically fit to drive.13

SECTION 2.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,14

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate15

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.16
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
