workers’ compensation insurance.This
means that an employer’s deductible up
to the split point is subtracted from the
amount of the loss per claim for the
purpose of calculating the employer’s
experience modification factor. Many
employers have not received the
intended benefit of the deductible
exclusion. Due to reporting requirements,
insurers reported the full loss to the
statistical agent because they had not
actually received the deductible
reimbursement from the employer.
Frequently, insurers fail to correct their
unit statistical reports to show the paid
deductible amount, thereby depriving the
employer of the benefit of the deduction.
This rule eliminates the requirement of
actual receipt of the deductible by
insurers prior to reporting such
deductible to the statistical agent for the
purpose of calculating the experience
modification factor.

Section 501(b) requires the
state insurance regulatory authorities to
establish appropriate standards relating
to administrative, technical and physical
safeguards:

1. To ensure the security and
confidentiality of customer records and
information;

2. To protect against any anticipated
threats or hazards to the security or
integrity of such records; and

3. To protect against unauthorized access
to or use of records or information that
could result in substantial harm or
inconvenience to a customer.

C. Section 505(b)(2) calls on state
insurance regulatory authorities to
implement the standard prescribed under
Section 501(b) by regulation with respect
to persons engaged in providing

insurance.

D. Section 507 provides, among other
things, that a state regulation may afford
persons greater privacy protections than
those provided by subtitle A of Title V of
the Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act. This
regulation requires that the safeguards
established pursuant to this regulation
shall apply to nonpublic personal
