JBC staff and the Department agree that this request is the result of a technical error in the original
appropriation.

Department Request: The Department requests atechnical correction to aletternote identifying
the source of cash funds matching federal ARRA funds for Superfund site cleanupsin the Capital
Construction section of the Long Bill. The original letternote indicatesthat all $2.0 million in state
fundsfor thelineitem are from the Hazardous Substance Response Fund (HSRF); the Department
is requesting a change to indicate that $1.8 million of the funds is from the Hazardous Substance
Settlement Fund (Settlement Fund) and the remainder is from the HSRF.

Staff Analysis: According to the Department, omitting the Settlement Fund from the original
letternote wasasimple oversight. The Settlement Fund isacustodial fund containing moneysfrom
asettlement regarding the Summitville superfund site that must be spent on cleanup at Summitville.
The Department intends to use the Settlement Fund resources to match ARRA expenditures for
Summitville, making this an appropriate use of the relevant funds. The Department needs the
|etternote adjustment in order to be able to use the funds.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends that the Committee approve the Department's
request. Thisisatechnical adjustment that will enable the Department to use an appropriate and
dedicated fund source and will allow for some savings to the Hazardous Substance Response Fund.

Department Request: The Genera Assembly included a statewide personal services reduction
equivalent to 1.82 percent of each agency'sappropriationinthe FY 2009-10 Long Bill (S.B. 09-259).

Thenet FY 2009-10 impact of the one-timereduction was $26.5 million, of which $16.1 millionwas
General Fund. The executive branch was given the flexibility to develop and implement a plan to
meet the mandated reduction. The Governor requests an adjustment to the personal services
reductions within the FY 2009-10 Long Bill to reflect the actual staffing actions taken within each
agency to achieve a decrease of 1.82 percent.

For the Department's divisions addressed in this packet, the request includes a total reduction of
$601,096, including $33,760 General Fund, fromthecurrent FY 2009-10 appropriation. Thereguest
issummarized by line item in the following table.

The Water Quality Control Fund, created in Section 25-8-502 (1) (c), has accumulated a fund balance of
approximately $1.8 million as of the end of FY 2008-09. The Department estimates that the fund balance will
grow to $2.2 million at the end of FY 2009-10 and then begin to decline. The Department has al so requested
adecision item to pay 3.0 unfilled FTE out of the fund balance. Staff would not recommend refinancing the
Division's General Fund in FY 2009-10 without a related bill to increase fees and cash fund more of the
Division's operationsin FY 2010-11 and beyond. However, if the General Assembly enacted legidlation to
increase feesto cash fund more (or all) of the Water Quality Control Divisionin FY 2010-11, refinancing the
FY 2009-10 General Fund appropriation using the existing cash balance would be aviable option. Staff notes
that during the last downturn the General Assembly enacted S.B. 03-276 to cash fund the Water Quality
