"(a) People living with visible and invisible disabilities, including
cognitive disabilities, neurological diversities, mental health disorders,
sensory needs, chronic illness, chronic pain, and physical disabilities, are
equal and valuable citizens of the state of".
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6  Page 3, line 8, strike "and".

15  registration information, which symbol will indicate that the person has
16  a disability that may result in behaviors or communications that may be
17  misinterpreted in a stressful situation; and
