Child sexual abuse is a root cause of many health and
social issues including mental health concerns, substance
use disorders, medical conditions, suicide, special
education, criminal justice, & child welfare, costing the
United States billions of dollars annually.

House Bill 1064 will provide for increased training and education opportunities for adults
who interact with young children on the prevention of child sexual abuse, including:

« understanding healthy child development,
« creating safe environments,
¢ recognizing signs of abuse and problematic behaviors, and

* responding responsibly to disclosures or concerns.
