Students must be
nominated by a school leader (i.e. teacher,
counselor, principal, etc.) in order to
demonstrate their preparedness.

e While the average student takes six years
to complete a four-year college degree,
90% of students who participate in a
Governor’s School program complete it in
four.

e COSLI connects students with leaders
from universities, politics, and
businesses.

e COSLI replicates the college experience,
while equipping students with skills in
research and writing, critical thinking and
analysis, problem-solving,
entrepreneurship, and time management.

WHEN?

Every summer for 28 days, beginning the first
Sunday after the Fourth of July, through the
first Saturday in August.

COST?

The program is largely funded by the state and
private donations, but each student is
responsible for finding a $400 sponsorship. We
provide fundraising materials to assist with this.

HOW DO | APPLY?

The application is released annually at the end
of October, and is available from the COSLI
website. It is due the end of January, and
admissions decisons are made the beginning
of March.
