RESULTS OF COLORADO VOTER SURVEY

The following are key findings from a survey of N=500 randomly selected reglstered voters in
Colorado conducted March 25-28, 2019.

One-third of the interviews were completed among respondents with landline telephones, one-third of
the interviews were completed among respondents with cell phones, and one-third of the interviews
were conducted via panelists on the internet. The margin of error to the results is +/- 4.4% at the .95
test level.

Less than one-fifth (19%) of respondents say rent control is best the solution for housing affordability,
and all partisan groups prefer public-private partnerships and building more housing over rent control.
